Creating your Spot Varnish and Silver Foil Areas

When creating your spot varnish and silver foil plate,

duplicate the card below and set the areas you want spot varnished or silver foiled
and indicate on the design set them to 100K.

This is so we can create the plates when doing the spot varnish.

Note: Spot Varnish can be done double sided but foiling can only be done one side.

Check List

1. All Dimensions need to be correct to the above description.

2. File needs to be in CMYK.

3. Make sure all fonts are outlined.

4. Check that images are 300dpi or above and that they are embedded NOT linked.

We recommend to have all important text, images etc inside this area

Foiling area needs to be 5mm in from the top,
left and right hand side. It needs to be 10mm from the bottom of the card
